Linda Harms Okazaki is a fourth-generation Californian, active in the genealogy 

and Japanese American communities in California and beyond. She is passionate

Her research areas of interest include western states, 
upstate New York, England, Australia, and Japan, as well as the use of DNA in 
genealogy. Linda has been researching her husband’s ancestry since 2012,

Bei Weekly; her column, Finding Your Nikkei Roots, is published bi-monthly. She 
is a member of the Association of Professional Genealogists, the Genealogical 
Speaker’s Guild, and the Daughters of the American Revolution.
